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2.5 The Parish Council will be responsible for investing the Payment in the Approved Projects
and shall maintain records of income and expenditure for each of the Projects and will
make such records available for inspection by the Operator, if requested.
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The Operator is to own and operate a solar farm and associated equipment at Land adjacent
to Six Hills Road, Melton Mowbray, Leicestershire, LE14 3PR (the Development).

The Development lies within the geographical boundaries of the Parish Council’s area.

The Operator is to make an annual community payment of £1,000 per MW of installed
capacity for a period of 20 years (the Payment) to the Parish Council to be applied for the
benefit of the residents in the Parish Council’s area, as set out in this Deed.
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The Parish Council agrees to apply the Payment towards projects that will benefit the
communities of the Parish Council and which have been approved by a meeting of the

Parish Councillors prior to the allocation of any Community Benefit (the Approved
Projects).
